This chart shows the principal
constellations and star groups

visible from the city.  Far
away from the city,

you'll see many
more stars,

except on
moonlit
nights.
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To use chart, hold 
overhead and line up “N” 
with true north.  Objects
near the center are 
overhead; those near the 
edge are low in the sky.
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See tiny 
Mercury by 

month’s end. 
Venus and 

Jupiter get closer in 
the western sky. Mars 

continues to brighten in 
Leo. Saturn rises later at night.
